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2010 MAYFL SCHOLARSHIP
General Information

The Metro Atlanta Youth Football League (MAYFL) will award up to four (4) scholarships in the amount of $1,500.00 to graduating high school seniors who participated in MAYFL’s football and cheerleading program when they were younger, and who continued to play high school football and/or assisted with the MAYFL program during their high school years.  The award will only go to seniors who will pursue post high school education in the fall of the year.  Once the scholarship committee chooses the recipient(s) of the MAYFL scholarship, contact will then be made to the parties to notify them of the committee’s decision and gather the information needed to contact the university, junior college, or vocational school of their choice.

The $1,500.00 scholarship will be sent to the university, junior college, or vocational school as directed by the institution with a letter indicating the recipient with stipulations that the money is to be used for tuition, books, and/or room and board.  No funds will be given directly to the recipient.

The scholarship application will be made available at each MAYFL affiliated high school career-learning center and on the MAYFL website.  It will also be available by contacting any MAYFL member and/or calling MAYFL’s phone number and requesting a scholarship application.

Restrictions and/or limitations are noted in the MAYFL Scholarship Application attached herewith.

Scholarships will be issued in the amount of $1,500.00.  A relative of a person on the scholarship committee, if applicable, will not be penalized or unable to apply for a scholarship.  If and when a related person of someone on the scholarship committee were to apply for a scholarship, the person on the scholarship committee shall excused themselves from the scholarship committee during the scholarship selection for that selection year in order to avoid a conflict of interest.

MAYFL will be in contact with the university, junior college, or vocational school as noted by the recipient.  At this time, MAYFL will issue a check payable to the financial aid office and/or school’s cashier along with a letter indicating the recipient of the award and where payment should be applied.  If for any reason the recipient does not fulfill their obligation to the institution all scholarship funds shall be returned to MAYFL.
